Pardon the intrusion. I'm a user, and contributor, on the HP Omnibook business support forums.

 

I would appreciate it if you would consider adding the attached ATI driver file (6katiwxp.exe) to your HP Omnibook 6000 downloads section. The file was available as a HP download for a short time and has not been modified in any way.

 

It is used as the first part of a fix for the 'resume from standby' problem that the Omnibook 6000 has under Windows XP using the current HP supplied driver (which is ancient), or other generic ATI drivers. There are many requests for it on the forum and I'm a bit tired of sending a 4MB attachment on to users that request it (especially when their maibox size limit bounces the thing back nearly half the time) 

 

HP had this ATI driver on the Omnibook 6000 XP download site for 2 weeks in Jan 2003, and then took it off as it did not actually fix the resume problem. Yours truly had a look at the .inf file and then, instead of rewriting it, and after rebooting, I applied the Omnibook 500 XP ATI driver (50XPATI1.exe available from the HP downloads section). The result is a very stable ATI driver which has full dual and extended display capability, OpenGL and 'resume from standby' works correctly.

 

I run a small IT consultancy and have applied this fix successfully to many (100's) Omnibook 6000's over the last 2 years. Forum users have all reported success with this fix as well.

 

Summary of the fix:

Install 6katiwxp.exe, reboot, install 50XPATI1.exe. Simple and it works.
